Church Council Meeting Report 

21st January 2020 
 
Paul led our devotion by sharing the eulogy he delivered at his father’s thanksgiving service. It was a 
timely reminder to us all on how we should focus our attention towards evangelism and discipleship. 
We need to pray for revival and encourage people to hope in the future, praying that our impact in all 
spheres will increase and then asking for God’s protection. We then spent some time praying for 
God’s work in church, community, country & the cosmos. 
 
Karen Bonello has been appointed as the Administration Officer starting on the 3rd of February 2010. 
Karen will work 12 hours over 3 days per week. 
 
Our Church-wide Getaway will be held on the 27th to the 29th of March. 
 
The council has decided to appoint Eveliina Repo as the Deputy Chairperson for the Council. 
 
We are still looking for help to prepare a register all assets owned by the church. Steve will begin this 
process by photographing and then listing our technology assets. Ministry leaders will then use this as 
a template for other assets. 
 
Paul presented the documents and processes we will use to review Pastoral Development. The council 
discussed the value of allowing anonymous feedback and then the documents and processes were  
approved. Staff reviews for 2019 have been completed. 
 
Paul then shared the preaching program for 2020. Series include: Building a Life of Faith; He Chose 
Nails (Max Lucado); Jesus the Game Changer (Part 2); Esther; Worship; Psalms; James; & a  
Christmas series. Jesus the Game Changer will be a church wide study. 
Our 2020 Carols Service will be held on the 13th of December. 
 
There has been little progress on the Building Project. An application is being prepared to be                       
submitted to the Council. 
 
Gary submitted the Treasurer’s report. Offerings are over budget (113%). 
 
Ashley & Heidi Clayton have been accepted into church membership. 
 
OHS Reports were reviewed. Staff Reviews have been completed. Pastoral Care Evaluations will be 
completed soon. The Privacy Policy is to be followed up soon as well. 
 
The church suffered from leaks during the recent deluge. A big thank you to Trevor & Noelene who 
helped with the clean-up. The church will be making a claim against our insurance for the damage. 
 
Please continue to pray for our Pastors, Council Members and their families as we serve faithfully at
